Cornish Connection with Trafalgar  
 

Trafalgar Da y is on 21st  October but you are probably 

wondering what connection that could possibly have with this 

part of the world.  

After Nelsonõs victory at Trafalgar in 1805, a Lt Lapenotiere, 

the commander of a schooner called òPickleó was ordered to 

proceed to F almouth & fr om there to take the news of the 

victory to the King in London . It is said that local fishermen 

off Penzance heard the news from the òPickleó & were the 

first to bring the news ashore. As a result the church bells at 

St Maddernõs church at Madron, which was then the mother 

church for Penzance, were the first to ring to announce the 

victory. Apparently the Penzance dignitaries processed to the 

church with the hastily prepared banner which bore the 

inscription òMourn for the Brave the immortal NELSONõS 

gone. His last sea fight is fought, his work of Glory doneó 

A commemoration service is still held at Madron on the 

Sunday nearest to 21 st  October when the ancient banner is 

paraded.

Christianity at Madron goes back to very early times & it was 

a centre of worship for the Celtic Church. There is a Holy 

Well in the village said to have great healing powers. Also just 

2 miles away is Lanyon Quoit & a little fu rther on Men -an-Tol 

(holed stone) through which children used to be passed to 

cure them of rickets. Older folk used to scramble through to 

cure their rhe umatism. 

It is an area worth explor ing if you have time to spare - but 

donõt bank on the rheumatism cure!

It is inscribed ó There is no god but Allah and 

Abram is the friend of Allahô. Hence the Arabic name Bab el Khalil, or 

Gate of the Friend. 

Near the Jaffa Gate is a large market used by Arabs  where we were able 

to see local crafts & have lunch. Later having got back to our Three 

Arches Hotel, I and one of our group, Derek, decided to find the person 

with the key to the lift of the Three arches Hotel Tower, where we were 

staying. This ascends several storeys & at the top a narrow ladder leads 

to the parapet. From this height, a 360 degree view of Jerusalem & the 

distant Judean Hills was seen. At night the tower is floodlit & said to be 

the highest point in Jerusalem. Later, after a walk in King David Street, 

our group had a final dinner with the USA pilgrims & were awarded our 

Pilgrim Certificates.

There is much talk currently of trees. Cornwall Council has plans for a óForest 

for Cornwallô to cover two per cent of the countyôs land mass with trees to help 

reduce our carbon footprint. People have theorised lately that trees 

communicate with each other using a fungal network 

that connects their roots allowing them to transfer 

information. Trees are very much in vogue. It has led 

me to look more closely at the trees in St Michaels 

Churchyard as I walk through nearly every day and I 

have been trying to identify them all. 

We are very fortunate to have a such a fine collection of mature trees right here 

in the centre of Helston.  

Do you remember having an óI-Spyô book of trees? ï the churchyard would have 

been an ideal place to cross off a number of answers. It made me think about 

creating a ótree searchô for Messenger readers.  Autumn is a good time for 

identifying trees with their fruits, berries, nuts and cones on view now. See if you 

can find these trees and shrubs in the churchyard and tick them off. A ótree bookô 

to help identify is handy. I was kindly lent several, and I checked on internet but I 

am still not sure of them all!   If you spot something I have not included, or you 

think I am wrong, do please tell me.  Tree surgeons have been working hard this 

week pollarding many trees and some Laurels have been cut back to the ground 

but will grow again I expect.

Helston and the Lizard Foodbank 

Since retiring at Christmas time, I have been volunteering at the local 

Foodbank in Wendron Street. Part of my work is to publicise the charity 

and let the local community know what goes on there. We are always 

looking for new volunteers to help the families who use the facility but 

also for people to collect food from the supermarkets or to join the team 

who sort it for storage in the warehouse.  

I have learnt a good deal during my time there and loved being in such 

an optimistic and inclusive environment.  It is based in the Mustard 

Seed Café which is a Christian charity that gives people with learning 

difficulties the chance to gain work experience in a nurturing 

environment. 

Foodbank volunteers are known as befrienders and our role is to greet 

the clients, offer them a drink and something to eat, to ascertain 

tactfully whether they need more long term help, collect the vouchers 

and fill in a very simple form. We also pack up the food and let them 

know about the kind offer of fruit and vegetables at Mrs Ks in Meneage 

Street.

Twelve months ago, we were busy 

preparing for the builders to move 

in and take over the building to 

carry out our repair work. I can 

remember discussing with Canon David the service 

arrangements especially those for Christmas bearing in mind 

safety. Hence the reason for not holding services which involved 

the dark evenings such as Crib, Carol & Midnight services. 

Where has the year gone? David & I were going through the 

same process a couple of weeks ago and, it was certainly a lot 

easier with the service schedule back to normal. All the dates are 

to be arranged at the moment but as soon as they are all 

finalised I will publish a list in church. Thinking back over the 

past year, we had two wedding couples who were sweating, one 

on the last Saturday before work started & the other just after 

the end of work. All went well for them thanks to the contractors. 

Two other services which thanks to the contractors took place 

incident free. The Remembrance Service where they made slight 

adjustment to the scaffolding to allow slightly easier access for 

the day. The other was a funeral which involved teamwork 

involving the contractors, undertakers (taking their first service 

in our church) and the church officers. Here I would like to say a 

big thank you to the contractors for disappearing as soon as the 

first mourners arrived, returning at the end of the service. 

It is now great to be back to normal. 
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At the end of June there was an attempted burglary in church. 

The main damage was done to the vestry door which had been 

forced open. The key box was also broken into & all the keys 

removed. This involved the locksmith having to replace all the 

locks in the church. 

We have also had a problem with one of the bells. Prior to all 

the work taking place, the wooden bell wheel for number four 

bell broke. The wheel is in the region of one metre in diameter. 

With difficulty Roger Nott, (the tower keeper at Helston) and our 

own Ray Spencer removed the wheel. Paul Jenkin, a local 

craftsman, & son of Kathryn & Colin (supporters of our church) 

was contacted and agreed to make a new wheel. This was no 

easy task having to prepare the wood, steam it and shape it. 

Eventually, the masterpiece which Paul had made was finally 

presented to the church as a gift. Roger & Ray then met a minor 

problem as by this time the bells were covered as the tower roof 

had been removed for replacement. Fitting had to be delayed 

until the new roof was in place & the bells uncovered. Once 

again our close working relationship with the contractors had its 

advantage. The contractors took the wheel up the outside using 

the scaffolding & lowered it down inside. Roger & Ray were now 

able to put Paulôs wheel in place to get number four bell ringing 

again. Not long after, all the good work was well and truly tested 

when a group of visiting ringers came and rang a full peal which 

took three hours. Thanks again to Roger, Ray, members of the 

contractors and especially to Paul for all their voluntary work.
